· Hook your audience!  Show your successes! Use pathos, logos, ethos. Use your speech!    
Your portfolio and your capstone projects are intended to be the focal point of this presentation, but it must address all of the following:
1. Your Past - where do you come from?
a. Previous Academics
b. Goals before AACT
2. Academics at AACT
a. Highlight academic accomplishments
b. Focus on successes 
3. CTE  - What is your academy?  What is the focus of your academy?  What CTE classes did you take?
a. Showcase any artifacts or successes.
b. Present any certifications, awards, or CTSO information
4. Capstone 
a. Project Overview
b. Statement of how Project meets requirements (Details Later)
c. Present artifacts
d. Discuss community partnerships
5. Service
a. Description of all service hours completed sophomore and junior year
6. Your Future Plans
a. Where will you go next? 
b. How did you come to this conclusion? 
c. What are your short-term goals? 
d. Long-term goals?  
e. How has AACT helped you reach these goals?  
f. How have you overcome challenges to reach these goals?
Don’t let this list rule your presentation.  Be creative!  Address these topics in whatever order works for you.  You want to put your experiences in a positive light and focus on your successes and your strengths.  Show this panel how you have grown; show them that you are ready to tackle the challenges that you will surely face and that you are a force to be reckoned with!
